• Text: “Information for the immigration authorities in Norway: The student has been accepted to an 

exchange programme at Høgskulen på Vestlandet (HVL) for the Autumn semester. Our official 
semester dates are Monday 10 August – Friday 18 December 2026. The actual course dates might 
vary slightly from this. We confirm that the student has sufficient funds for the stay. There is a 
housing guarantee for international students if they apply within the given deadline.”

Everyone staying in Norway for more than 90 days must register and apply at UDI 
website (Nordic citizens are excepted).
After the registration you get the option to book an appointment with the local police. 
In Bergen and Sogndal you do not have to book an appointment if you stay only for one 
semester.
• Stord and Haugesund - police station in Haugesund
• Sogndal - police station in Førde, only if you plan to stay for 2 semesters
